Dear Sisters and Brothers: 
 

As a ministry on the border, we have ample opportunities to encounter 
the hungry, the thirsty and the stranger.  Over the last three years, re-
sponding to the increasing deaths of strangers in the deserts near Agua 
Prieta and Douglas who were not welcome into our country legally, 
we have partnered with different organizations on both sides of the 
border to create Agua Para La Vida which provides life giving water 
to the thirsty in the deserts on the Mexican side of the border. 
 
 

In the last two years, we have provided over 100,000 gallons of water 
and thanks be to God the number of deaths due to dehydration in our 
county has dropped from 40 in 2003 before the ministry was begun, to 
10 in 2004, to 13 in 2005 and this year to date only one person has 
died of dehydration.  Part of the decrease can be attributed to the shift 
of migration patterns to other areas, but without a doubt the water has 
saved countless lives. 
 
On Friday, June 30, we will be joining with the Coalition Without 
Borders to begin a migrant resource center in Agua Prieta that will 
provide food for the hungry, water for the thirsty and welcome to the 
stranger.  It will also serve as a place where migrants can find spiritual 
and emotional support.  For those who want to return home but have 
no resources, we have signed a covenant with the Sonoran state gov-
ernment which will enable them to get home. 
 
 While both these ministries are run 100% with designated funds, 
Frontera de Cristo provides the structure and the oversight that make 
possible the coming together of diverse organizations to follow the 
mandate of Matthew 25.
